1. Abstract

Since the end of the Cold War, the Eurasian security architecture has undergone deeply pro-
found changes from bipolarity via unipolarity to a new cold war constellation. The Balkan Wars
and the wars in Iraq or Syria, BREXIT and migration, or the new geopolitical confrontation
between Russia and the West are just a few cases in point of both challenges and dangers Eu-
ropean states are confronted with. Under these circumstances of profoundly power shifts, the
European Union member states have made various institutional moves and political attempts in
the last 30 years to develop actorness in foreign and defence and security policy, and to speak
with one voice. But the EU as an ‘economic power but political dwarft® (Kenneth Waltz) has
mostly failed. Rather, we can identify a ‘capability expectation gap* (Christopher Hill) when it
comes to aspirations and realities of EU’s influence, effective crises management, or involve-
ment into conflicts abroad. It seems that in times of crisis, states rather pursue their national
interests instead of European. The seminar sheds light on the recent developments within the
EU as well as on its external performance. In a first step, we very briefly reconstruct milestones
in the history of the European Integration process from 1951 on, in particular the institutional
spill overs and spill backs on the stony way towards a CFSP/ESDP from 1990 until today (I.).
Following, we learn about how far European Integration and International Relations (IR) theo-
ries such as functionalism, liberal intergouvermentalism, or constructivism can explain EU
member states stratgies of cooperation and collectivisation and Europeanization, or whether
realism has explanatory power for EU’s status and crisis (.). Finally, we discuss empirical
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cases of success and setbacks such as the Balkan Wars, Iraq War, or Russia’s annexation of the
Crimea in European Union’s efforts to become a visible actor in international politics (111.).
