The ability to acquire research grants is one of the main competencies required of researchers. Com-
bining informative input and practical elements, this workshop will provide you with an overview of
prominent funders and funding programmes in Germany for early career researchers. We will discuss
the structure and elements of proposals along the example of the DFG research grant and explore
what to consider when putting them into writing. We will also present you with helpful resources on
grant writing and discuss the DFG review process with an experienced reviewer who will share practi-
cal advice for grant writing in a short Q&A session. Afterwards, you will be able to understand the
structure and requirements of grant writing and the meaning of third party funding for the develop-
ment of your career and for appointment processes.

After the workshop, participants will be able to:

e understand the significance of third-party funding proposals.
e comprehend the requirements for third-party funding proposals and express them in writing.
e identify common beginner mistakes to successfully avoid them when writing proposals.
